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Overview

This procedure outlines how a clinician determines eligibility for provision of home modifications to clients of the DCSI Equipment Program. 

The “key approval criteria for home modifications” guide provision of all home modifications to Equipment Program clients.and the specific eligibility criteria for major bathroom, major kitchen, long ramps, major access and major step modifications are used by clinicians and delegates to guide decision making for eligibility, approval and provision of Category 2 home modifications to Equipment Program clients. The criteria aim to support consistent and equitable decision making by clinicians and delegates.


Procedure detail

	Description

	1
	To determine eligibility for all home modifications

The need for a home modification is identified at the clinical assessment or is requested on the referral information for the equipment only group of clients. 

Does the client meet the key approval criteria for provision of a home modification?

If yes, go to step 2.
If no, go to step 5.

	2
	To determine whether home modification is Category 2 and needs further eligibility assessment

Is the home modification one of the following? 

· Major bathroom modification 

· Major kitchen modification 

· Major ramp modification 

· Major access modification 

· Major step modification 

If yes, go to step 3.
If no, complete prescription

	To determine eligibility for a Cat 2 home modification item listed

Refer to the specific eligibility criteria for the following home modifications

“Specific eligibility criteria major bathroom modifications” 

· 
“Specific eligibility criteria major kitchen modifications “
· 
“Specific eligibility criteria long ramps” 

· 
“Specific eligibility criteria major access modifications”
· 
“Specific eligibility criteria major step modifications”
Does the client meet the specific eligibility criteria for the desired home modification?

If yes, go to step 4
If no, go to step 5

	4
	To seek delegate approval

Delegate approval is required for all of Category 2 home modifications apart from a ramp with a total height of less than 300 mm. Refer to procedure “Seeking delegate approval for home modifications” if required.

Is delegate approval given for provision of the home modification?

If yes, complete prescription 
 If no, go to step 5.

	To advise client of non approval of home modification request

Complete the advice letter for clients for delegate to sign – “Letter template - Not eligible home modifications”.
